· Cast to be asked to take extra care.

· Under Stage Manager to address all cast members/helpers regarding backstage/ dressing room fire evacuation procedures at Sound Check (5.30pm).

· Cast to be asked to take extra care.
· Club backstage helpers to follow direction of County Stage Managers.

· Clubs to follow own risk assessment procedures regarding props & Scenery on stage. 

· Club stage/production team to identify to County Stage Managers any special fire precautions or hazards arising from their production.

· Stage Managers to be clearly identified with badges.

· Fire exits to be clearly identified and kept clear at all times.

· Casts to be advised to exercise caution at technical visit and on night of performance.

· Helpers to follow Club risk assessment and to follow guidance of County Stage managers.

· County Stage managers to intervene and halt action if any dangers perceived. 

· All scenery to be constructed according to requirements of Club risk assessment.

· Sellers to be aware of possibility of obstruction risk.

· Theatre Recording to be played at start of each evening outlining evacuation procedure in case of fire.
Theatre Evacuation staff to be seated in seats Q1 & Q2

· Fire exits to be visible and unblocked throughout the event.

· County First Aiders to be designated and all stewards given contact information in the event of an incident.

· First Aid boxes to be available
